Harvester

Designed for harvesting salad mix
crops. The crop is cut by a
hardened steel bandsaw blade
then elevated into crop bins.
Cutting height is determined
by a bed sensing roller
positioned directly behind
the bandsaw blade. The
harvester is balanced to
minimise weight on the bed
sensing roller. This combined
with travelling on the bed top,
ensures accurate contour following and
an even cutting height.
